Make a chair for a bear

empty square 
tissue box

scissorscardpenblue feltsticky tape

PVA glue ruler
glitter felt 
(optional)

Instructions:

Turn the tissue box 
upside down

Measure and mark out leg shapes on each 
four sides of the box

The legs should be 3cm wide 
and the distance from the top 4cm

cut out legs
check if legs are strong enough
reinforce with card if necessary

measure and cut out the back of the 
seat from card - it should be the same 

width and height as the box
position in place and stick with glue 

and sticky tape

using the chair as a template, 
draw and cut out blue felt to 

cover the chair

Glue the blue felt onto the chair covering it all
Glue glitter felt shapes on if using
